Attention: Whitewater paddling, whether in a canoe or kayak, is a physically demanding sport. Being in 
poor physical condition can put you, your instructor, and other students at risk, and can significantly 
hamper the progress of the class as a whole. 
  
Please assess your physical condition honestly. Factors that you should consider include: being 
significantly overweight, physical issues that inhibit use of a limb or general mobility, general muscle and 
cardiovascular fitness, and hearing or vision issues. If you think your physical condition may present 
challenges for you in a group setting, please ask to speak with one of the instructors.  
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If, for any reason, Rapids Riders cancels your course you will receive a full refund. If you cancel the 
amount refunded will depend on when you cancel. If you cancel 30 days prior to the first scheduled 
session a full refund will be given. If you cancel with fewer than 30 days before the first session one-half 
your tuition will be refunded. If you cancel on or after the first session no refund will be given. 
 
Rapids Riders and its volunteer ACA instructors reserve the right to recommend alternative paddling 
opportunities to any potential student or refuse any application in which case you shall receive a full 
refund.
